Judging Criteria and Steps to Follow

• Identify the key objectives . • Colour or black & white pictures can
be used.

• Analyse a subject that would be
interesting.

• Information must be legible at 6 feet
distance.

• Organise the poster to keep these two
in mind.

• Prepare a scale drawing to determine
the best layout.

• Poster must contain: Title, Name of
the Author(s), name of department
and hospital/company.

• An introduction of the poster
participant must be included – wallet
size.

• Poster size must be 120cm x 120cm. • Be able to answer questions for
delegates viewing the poster.

• Do not use fancy fonts, Type size at
least 16 in black font.

• Be able to answer questions from the
Judges.

• Line spacing must be inserted with
text.

• Do not justify the text as this will
interfere with legibility.

• Minimise detail in the main ideas. • Include all references for the
information.

• Use clear, simple and jargon free text. • Consider having handouts for viewers.

• Explain the process/systems clearly
from start to finish.

• All posters must be mounted with
push pins. Bring Sellotape for any
tears.
